What is the Undergraduate Student Association Council (USAC)? 
Undergraduate Student Association (USA) membership is comprised of every UCLA undergraduate student. USAC is the governing body of the Undergraduate Students Association and serves UCLA students in many ways, from attending to local campus needs to tackling global social concerns. USAC's thirteen student officers and commissioners are elected by the student body at an annual election held during Spring Quarter. In addition to its thirteen elected members, USAC includes appointed representatives of the Administration, the Alumni, and the Faculty, as well as two ex-officio members, the ASUCLA Executive Director and a student Finance Committee Chairperson who is appointed by the USA President and approved by USAC. 
What is the International Social Justice Network (ISJN)?

The International Social Justice Network is a collective of social justice organizations on campus with a shared commitment to humanitarian issues of international concern. The ISJN was created to serve as an organizing mechanism between the different associations, in order to  foster dialogue and strategize collective action across various groups and campaigns.  Member organizations include Amnesty International, E3, Darfur Action Committee, Social Justice Alliance, UNICEF, and many more. 
What is the mission of the 2006-07 Student Activist Project Internship? 
Often times students walk up and down Bruinwalk completely oblivious to many of the things that are happening around us, whether it is students organizing, UC Regents raising our student fees, state budget cuts, or various other occurrences. However, during out tenure at UCLA, we all at some point begin to feel the impacts of these events, whether it is the extra fees we have to pay to go to school, the extra units we have to take each quarter, or the decreased amount of funding for student services. We possess the ability to make a difference. 
This project is aimed at trying to get students to think critically about our surroundings and take an active role in changing the power dynamics within our society that lead to the numerous conflicts and inequities that plague us all. This project will be a great place for you to meet amazing community organizers, UCLA alumni, and various faculty and administrators who will all engage us throughout this current year to analyze problems and to outline possible solutions and campaigns for positive social change. 
Through a combination of reflection and action, the USAC Student Activist Project will help guide young students toward understanding the roots of many social problems and how such oppressive structures of power are sustained so that we as leaders can effectively bring about real long-term social change that will improve our daily lives and those of the larger communities. By learning of such issues and our history of student activism, students will be able to reflect on the world through a sharpened critical eye. At the same time we will teach you the leadership skills needed to affect social change, and finally, allow you to put into practice what you have learned by participating in the USAC, social justice organizations, and thereby becoming a true student and community leader.
What are the time commitments and expectations of the Student Activist Project?
1) Attend weekly leadership development sessions in the evening during fall quarter

2) Assume full leadership responsibilities in a social justice organization during winter quarter
3) Attend field trips, demonstrations, and other events pertinent to current social justice campaigns
