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2009-2010 Fall Quarter Funding Cycle

During the 2009-2010 Fall Quarter funding cycle, 22 projects applied requesting a total of $316,456. Of those projects, 5 projects were tabled, and 15 were awarded funds,
totaling to $116,354.11.

TGIF Project: UCLA Dance Marathon 

In our goal to be socially aware, Dance Marathon is moving in the direction to be more sustainable and reduce the use of disposable resources and energy. This year Dance Marathon hopes to use more sustainable materials that are not based in plastic and can be biodegradable. In addition to using more sustainable products, Dance Marathon also wants to emphasize the importance of recycling by implementing a large scale bottle recycling drive. Not only will Dance Marathon teach students about the AIDS pandemic, but we will also let students be aware of the global environmental crisis. ($1,064.00)

TGIF Project: Sustainable Youth Outreach Program

The purpose of Sustainable Youth is to provide a hands-on and student oriented environmental education that presents sustainability issues and solutions to grammar school students. The program is nine weeks long and consists of UCLA students teaching grammar school students in West Los Angeles. The program takes place in the classroom and incorporates many themes of sustainability and environmental conservation.  Sustainable Youth will help make UCLA a leader in sustainability by incorporating UCLA students into an organization which promotes sustainability off campus. ($240.00)

TGIF Project: Residence Hall Water & Energy Awareness Signs
This project involved posting signs in the residence hall bathrooms that are reminders to conserve water and paper. Perhaps they will read "Save "X" amount of water--turn off the tap while brushing teeth and soaping hands!" The purpose of this project is to instill a consciousness of conserving water and energy resources in the Residence Halls, where water and light energy are constantly available and not paid for on a monthly basis by the tenant. ($870.00)

TGIF Project: STARS Assessment Part II 

This is a continuation of the STARS project funded by TGIF for Summer 2009. We are requesting TGIF funding to conduct a comprehensive assessment of UCLA Sustainability, using the Sustainability Assessment Reporting and Tracking System (STARS), a tool developed by the Association for the Advancement of Sustainability in Higher Education (AASHE), the main national campus sustainability organization. ($4,000.00)

TGIF Project: Public Service Announcement with Mustafa Abdul-Hamid

The overall purpose of this project is to encourage students to live more sustainably by

making small changes to their everyday lives at UCLA and to drive them to the UCLA

sustainability website to find out more. A short, 2-3 minute video and print ads featuring Mustafa Abdul-Hamid, a guard on the UCLA men’s basketball team who is also a member of the sustainability committee’s communications sub-committee, will show students how, by making different personal choices in their day-to-day lives, can significantly decrease the negative impact the UCLA campus has on the environment. ($2,595.00)

TGIF Project: Sustainability Video Contest

The overall purpose of this project is to reach out to the nearly 40,000 UCLA students in a fun and entertaining way that will educate them as far as what UCLA has accomplished so far in sustainability, and more importantly engage them to creatively reach out to other students on sustainable living through a student-produced “American-Idol” like video contest. 

The contest will call for students to create 2-3 minute videos that will encourage students to live more sustainable lifestyles, either by getting involved in sustainability efforts on UCLA’s campus or by making changes to their everyday lives. Videos will be submitted online and students will have an opportunity to vote on the online entries. The contest will culminate with an event on Wednesday, April 21, 2009 (the day before Earth Day) where submissions will be screened and Judge’s Award and Audience Award winners will be announced. The awards will include cash awards. ($5,560.00)
TGIF Project: TGIF Green T-Shirt Project

The purpose of this project is to get green t-shirts for our organization (Bruin Democrats) in order to decrease our impact on the environment, which then decreases UCLA’s impact on the environment as well. ($429)

TGIF Project: Residence Hall Energy and Behavior Study
Our project will address the questions of how to enable students to reduce their energy consumption and what incentives are appropriate to encourage students to adopt behaviors that result in reduced energy consumption.  The main components of the project can be categorized into technology design and implementation, deployment service and maintenance, and data analysis. The goal of this project is to determine if an incentive structure based on personal responsibility (through providing real-time, room-level energy consumption information) and social pressure (by sharing energy consumption information within the residence hall community) create incentives for energy conservation. ($42,748.36)

TGIF Project: TGIF Tote Bag Project

This project involves designing and printing 1000 sustainable tote bags, and distributing them to students on campus with a weeklong event in Bruin Plaza. In order to receive a bag, each student will be required to trade in a plastic shopping bag that we will subsequently recycle. These bags will have TGIF prominently displayed and they will act as 1000 walking advertisements for the fund and sustainability. ($1,535.00)

TGIF Project: Action Research Teams 2010

ESLP is a student-designed, student-developed, and student-facilitated program offered through the Institute of the Environment (IoE).  These courses provide students with an opportunity to become educated and proactive leaders on sustainability issues that affect the local UCLA community and beyond. Through the Action Research Team component of the program, students form research teams to tackle issues of campus sustainability including energy efficiency, transportation, waste stream management, sustainable food practices, and more. The goal of the Action Research Teams is to generate a coalition of student researchers that, together with faculty members and UCLA staff, strive to make UCLA a model campus and national leader in sustainability. ($20,000.00)

TGIF Project: Green Jobs Career Fair Team Leader

The purpose of the Green Jobs Career Fair is to introduce UCLA undergraduate and graduate students to the growing opportunity for careers in the "Green" sector.    Despite the economic recession, many green companies are profiting, are still hiring across America and are open to fill positions with students coming directly out of college.  They will invite companies including environmental engineering firms, consulting firms, law firms, and "green" consumer product firms as well as non-profits and government organizations. ($2,045.00)

TGIF Project: The UCLA Bruin Bikes-Gears for Bike Improvements

The UCLA Bruin Bikes-Gears for Bike Improvements (Gears) Project aims at improving,

providing and taking an innovative leadership role in promoting cycling for the UCLA Campus

Community. This project will include extending the UCLA Bike Library by providing 50 additional bicycles for rent. The UCLA Bicycle Gears Project will reduce greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions consistent with the UCLA Climate Action Plan and the UCLA Policy on Sustainable Practices. More bicycles provided through the UCLA Bike Library will reduce automobile dependency and will encourage students to become more actively sustainable. ($24,300.00)

TGIF Project: Green Office Certification Launch

The purpose of this project is to develop and launch a green office certification program at

UCLA. The program would educate and encourage staff to make changes in their offices and

departments that reduce UCLA’s negative environmental impact. For example- changing power

settings on computers, turning off appliances, recycling, using reusable flatware, commuting by

sustainable transportation modes, etc. Students, along with UCLA Sustainability will coordinate

outreach and training for staff on the requirements of the program. ($9,000.00)

TGIF Project: Creative Campus Climate Action

The purpose of this project is to draw out student participation in the UCLA Climate Action Plan.  I envision engaging students in climate change activism, eliciting enthusiasm, sense of responsibility, and real concern so that student behavior can yield decreased greenhouse gas emissions, lessened water, energy, and resource use, and bad product consumption on the UCLA campus. Two UCLA students would like to act as a liaison for American students and attend the Urgency Coalition-Beyond Copenhagen conference, representing the California Student Sustainability Coalition. ($798)

TGIF Project: UCLA Garden

The student group E3 would like funding to create a garden in De Neve up at the UCLA Resident Halls.  They will create a  self sustaining by growing our own herbs and the carbon foot print would be decreased by limiting the distance of how far we go for certain food products. ($1,158.75)
