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TGIF Spring 2010 Funding Cycle
During the 2010 Spring Funding Cycle 13 projects were awarded funds totaling $225,977.90
Hand Dryers in Kerckhoff Restrooms ($15,700)
The primary purpose of the project is to reduce unnecessary paper waste in Kerckhoff by installing hand dryers in three restrooms.  It is initiated by USAC General Representative 3 office. Installing hand dryers and removing paper towel dispensers will help preserve trees and reduce the waste that UCLA generates. By eliminating paper towels in busy restrooms, the project will reduce the amount of waste that UCLA contributes to local landfills and therefore reduce UCLA’s negative impact on the environment.
All Signs Point to Green ($3,250)
In effort to educate the student body on sustainability issues, the USAC President’s Office propose installation of sandwich boards that offers different facts to students about recycling, energy conservation and other forms of sustainable practices. These boards should be placed around heavy traffic areas: Bruin Walk, Pauley Pavilion, Residence Hill, Bruin Plaza, Ackerman Union & Kerckhoff Hall. Each month new facts or information would be posted. This can also be used as a new avenue for TGIF to advertise TGIF deadlines and upcoming events to further promote sustainability throughout campus.
Refillable Mugs ($5,150)
The overall purpose of the project is to promote the use of refillable UCLA library mugs. Initiated by E3, this goal will be accomplished by making a refill cost  $.99.  The current cost of a coffee refill UCLA library mug is $1.35.  With a $.36 subsidy to reach the golden $.99 for college students, students will recognize the ease, convenience, and already existent cost saving benefits of using a refillable mug.  The mechanism for this subsidy will be a punch card offering 30 $.99 refills included with the purchase of a new library mug. Even better than recycling, this project is eliminating the need to recycle by reducing and reusing.

Light Up UCLA ($8,625)
The project aims to reduce used light energy in Keckhoff with use of new energy-efficient fluorescent bar lights. This, the USAC President’s office proposes, would reduce energy, costs, and still provide the same quality of lighting for Kerckhoff and Ackerman. Bi-level light sensors should also be implemented throughout Ackerman and Kerckhoff, especially for times when traffic is low or when no individuals are using facilities. These changes will lead to conservation of energy.

Greening the 24th Annual JazzReggae Festival UCLA 2010 ($10,100)
The overall purpose of our project is to green the JazzReggae Festival at UCLA, and provide a strong foundation for future festivals to build upon. This year we plan on using on-site power from UCLA's Cogeneration Power Facility to meet our electricity needs. We will continue to use UCLA Facilities and Athens Services for event and post-event waste separation of refuse, focusing on recycling and compost, and we will weigh refuse for publishable metrics presented post-festival. We will be educating volunteers and vendors on proper waste management and are informing the placement of waste management stations. With an expanded attendance of over 20,000 people, the JazzReggae Festival can promote UCLA’s sustainability programs and educate the greater Los Angeles community on sustainable practices.  

Bike to School Breakfast ($1,550)
A Bike to School Breakfast in Bruin Plaza on Bike to Work Day, May 20, 2010, will promote the benefits of bicycling and bike safety, build membership for bike advocacy and community activities of the Bicycle Coalition at UCLA, and demonstrate UCLA’s support for bike to work day and bicycling as a healthy and sustainable transportation option.  The event will include “bike buses” (where students ride together to school by joining a group that passes bike bus stops along a route to campus), free food, a raffle, and educational materials.
Bruins for Animals ($1,500)
We work by means of education and discussion with the community to promote veganism and sustainable food options. We will implement programs to disburse vegan food and information about sustainability.   
The Green Workshop ($283)
The purpose of this project is to teach students about sustainable concepts on campus by providing a workshop. This workshop will teach every day sustainable living techniques. The project will have students getting trained and volunteering to teach the workshops. Money will be partially raised by selling sustainable goods to students and faculty on campus to promote this cause.  The program will have a before and after survey to calculate improvements in regards to water, energy, and recycling. The progress students make will affect daily habits and activities in attempts to reach the goal. 

Southeast Asian (SEA) Admit Weekend 2010 ($3,157)
As addressed in the TGIF mission statement, SEA Admit Weekend seeks to inspire future leaders in UCLA’s sustainability objective. Through understanding local actions (as students of the program will think critically about their community issues) affecting global impact (as students’ ancestries will be from areas of the globe most affected by sustainability policy), the mission of SEA Admit Weekend will inherently dovetail that of TGIF through workshops, activities, consistent usage of sustainable resources and practices, and the theme of SEA Admit weekend itself (which will be centered around SE Asian flora). We will be covering the differential cost of recyclable promotional materials, recyclable project supplies, and recycle bins. Understanding the importance of sustainable practice and policy will be tied into the event’s various programs. 
Vietnamese Graduation ($212.40)
The fifth annual Vietnamese Graduation is a community event celebrating the academic achievement of graduating seniors. We will be covering the differential cost of recyclable dishware and promotional materials. 

Café Am ($450)
Cafe Am is the VSU’s annual spring talent show that incorporates live performances, art exhibition (including art activities for groups and individuals), and food sampling into a cultural fusion. We will be covering the differential cost of recyclable dishware, art supplies, and promotional materials. 
 “Switch to Save”
The purpose of the project is to switch 200 of our conventional light bulbs into energy efficient light bulbs, to drastically reduce the amount of energy being consumed and wasted at the Kappa Kappa Gamma sorority house. With over 200 light bulbs in the house, we are using an enormous amount of energy that could be drastically reduced if we were to switch to energy-efficient light bulbs. With 18 bedrooms in the house, and many lights left on at all hours, it is understandable how there is a huge waste in the house. Some of our energy consumption could be reduced by an educational campaign about leaving lights on, but changing to energy-efficient light bulbs would make an incredible difference without any behavioral change by the residents. 
Solar Panels ($176,000)
The goal of our project is to install a system of solar panels on the roof of the Ackerman Union  which will offset electricity drawn from the DWP grid. This new, clean, solar energy source will replace the DWP electricity, almost half of which is produced unsustainably in coal powered energy plants. This installation will produce 49.4 KW (DC), 40.9 KW (AC) and have a total energy output of 69,189 kWh per year. We will also be installing an interactive ticker that displays the energy production of the Ackerman solar panels. This display will be placed on the A-level of Ackerman Union so all students may view the impact.
