INTERACTION FUND AGREEMENT

This agreement establishes the guidelines and conditions under which the ASUCLA Board of Directors provides funds for undergraduate and graduate programming activities carried out on behalf of the Board of Directors.

A. OBJECTIVE

ASUCLA encourages the promotion of educational, informational, and cultural programs on campus in order to serve the undergraduate and graduate students of UCLA.  Campus programming is most effective when it reflects the desires and demands of the student population.  UCLA students' payment of membership fees and election of graduate and undergraduate representatives provide the principal means by which student programming is undertaken.  Operating within their respective legislative structures, the ASUCLA student governments provide the framework for programming activities.  The union of student control of the funding source (student membership fees) and the student control of the spending authorities (Undergraduate Students Association and the Graduate Students Association elected officials) has two benefits:

· Programming reflects student needs and 

· There is a significant degree of student control in undertaking programming activities.  Students exercise their choice about the amount of programming through their determination of the level of their membership fees.

ASUCLA student governments, by virtue of mandatorily collected student membership fees, hold a unique right and responsibility to initiate programming activities.  Financial support from ASUCLA Services and Enterprises is by nature and intent supplemental to student government's membership fees that are the primary source for programming events. 

B. GUIDELINES:  

1.  The Undergraduate Students Association (USA) and the Graduate Students Association (GSA) facilitate the effective interaction between their respective student bodies and the Board of Directors of the Associated Students UCLA.  The Interaction Fund is designed to support the work of USA and GSA.  

2.  All programs funded under this agreement by the ASUCLA Board of Directors shall support in letter and spirit the ASUCLA Mission Statement.  The funds shall be used to promote educational, informational, and cultural events that are not academic, religious, partisan, or community service activities.

3.  The Interaction Fund, whenever possible, shall support events and activities in ASUCLA facilities, including the Bruin Plaza.  Revenues produced in ASUCLA facilities from the patronage of UCLA students, faculty, and staff are the source of the programming funds.  Such a source mandates that the funds be expended in programs and activities located in areas that are accessible to and frequented by those persons who provide the revenues.

4.  The Board of Directors' responsibilities under this agreement are to provide funds and to receive and review reports.  The responsibilities of the Undergraduate Students Association and the Graduate Students Association are to allocate funds for specific programming activities, and to report on its allocations and activities to the Board of Directors.

C.  TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1.
Parties:  The agreement is by and between the Board of Directors of the 
Associated  Students UCLA, the Undergraduate Students Association (USA), and the Graduate  Students Association (GSA), severably.

2.
Fund Amount:  The Executive Director shall report to the Board of Directors the annual  amount of the Interaction Fund as part of the official ASUCLA operating budget adopted  by the Board of Directors each May.  Should financial condition warrant, the Interaction  Fund may be reduced prior to November 1st upon 2/3-majority action by the Board of  Directors.

3.
Apportionments:

a.  Undergraduate Portion of Interaction Fund:  2/3 of the Board of Directors Student Interaction Fund (hereafter called the "USA Portion") will be exclusively distributed to the following destination fund:

(1) 
The USA Programming Fund

b.  Graduate Portion of Interaction Fund:  1/3 of the Board of Directors Student Interaction Fund (hereafter called the "GSA Portion") will be exclusively distributed amongst the following destination funds:

(1)
The GSA Seismic Fee Reduction Fund.

(2)
The GSA Programming Fund

(3)
The GSA Administrative and Support Services/Maintenance Fund

4.
Description of Destination Funds:

a.  GSA Seismic Fee Reduction Fund:  Moneys allocated to the GSA Seismic Fee Reduction Fund will go to offset, directly or indirectly, graduate student fee increases that are a consequence of the Kerckhoff Hall and Ackerman Union seismic/life safety renovation.

b.  USA and GSA Programming Funds:  Use of moneys allocated to the USA Programming Fund and the GSA Programming Fund will be governed by the Associated Students UCLA Interaction Fund Agreement.  

c.  GSA Administrative and Support Services/Maintenance Fund:  Use of moneys allocated to the GSA Administrative and Support Services/Maintenance Fund will be used to offset the Administrative and Support Services costs, and Maintenance costs of GSA.  

5.
Allocation of Funds:  The Student Governments have sole responsibility for determining the allocation of moneys as follows:

a.  The USA Portion shall go to the USA Programming Fund. 

b.  The GSA Portion shall be allocated amongst the apportioned funds specified in section 3(b) by percentage and/or dollar value.

6. 
Administrative Expenses:  It is expected that the cost of administering the Interaction Fund will be covered from the USA Programming Fund and the GSA Programming Fund on a pro-rata cost of services basis.  Administrative expenses such as publicity, committee meetings, accounting services by Student Government Support Services, stipends for student government program directors, photocopying and the like are anticipated to equal no more than 25% of the annual Fund.

7.
Administration of Interaction Fund Apportionment:  The Student Government Accounting department shall administer the Interaction Fund Apportionment to the destination funds and maintain the related records.  The expenditures of the Fund shall meet all ASUCLA expenditure requirements, including but not limited to, full and complete documentation of expenditures

8. 
Disbursement of Funds:  ASUCLA’s transmittal of the Interaction Fund to USA and GSA will occur each academic quarter (Fall, Winter, Spring).  Each quarter’s transfer of funds will be equivalent to the actual amounts allocated each quarter by USA and one-third of the annual allocation for GSA.

9. 
Programming Responsibility:  USA and GSA are responsible for the allocation of their respective Funds provided by the ASUCLA Board of Directors under the terms of this agreement.  USA and GSA have developed procedures, which are attached.*  Changes to the procedures must have advanced approval of the Board of Directors and the relevant Student Government prior to implementation of such changes.  Such changes shall constitute an amendment to this document and shall be implemented as of the next subsequent fiscal year beginning August 1st.

*The USA and GSA Procedures are not attached to this document

USA and GSA have developed the following procedures for allocation of their respective funds provided under the terms of this agreement:

10. 
Timing of Expenditures:  USA and GSA agree to distribute their respective funds throughout the year.  It is intended that the respective programming funds of USA and GSA provide a range of activities throughout the year when students are in attendance on campus.

11. 
Uses of Funds: All funded programs shall be consistent with the ASUCLA Board of Directors Mission Statement.  The programs should encourage an exchange of UCLA students' viewpoints, and avoid exclusion of UCLA individuals or groups.  Funds shall not be used for pecuniary interest, private gain, or inurement of financial benefit to University of California or its students, faculty, or staff.

a.  Specific Prohibitions: The use of the Interaction Fund for the following is prohibited:

(1)  Investments, endowments, and other financial vehicles which are expected to generate revenues to be subsequently applied to programming or other activities

(2)  Financial aid to individual students 


(3)  State funded University operations


(4)  Normal ASUCLA operating expenses


(5)  Basic or on-going student government operations, such as:

(a) Student office stipends

(b) Elections

(c) Committee/Commission's overhead costs

(d) Career staffing

(e) Administrative and support services

(f) Maintenance/utilities

(6)  Religious/partisan activities:

(a) Religious or partisan programming

(b) University of California Students Association

(c) Ballot or election campaign material

(7)  Academic activities:

(a) Academic instruction

(b) Academic research

(c) University libraries

(8)  Unrestricted block grants to student governments

b.  Net Revenue Programs: The Interaction Fund may be used to underwrite non-commercial programs that are expected to generate net revenues.  In such cases, if net revenues are achieved, the Board's funds must be returned, on a pro-rata basis with other funding sources, before any remaining net revenues are used or distributed by USA or GSA.

12.
Location of Events:  Whenever possible, programming events and activities shall be located in ASUCLA facilities, including the Bruin Plaza

13.
Recognition of Funding Source:  Organizations and programs which receive programmatic allocations from the Student Interaction Fund and which advertise with flyers, posters, other printed media, or in any of the publications of the Student Media, must include the following statement recognizing the Associated Students UCLA as its funding source:

“Funding Provided by the Associated Students UCLA Interaction Fund”

14.
Co-Sponsorship:  USA and GSA shall encourage co-sponsorship of events of interest to both constituencies.  Programmers may obtain funding from both the USA and GSA portions of the Interaction Fund for the same program.

15.
Over-Allocation:  In the event that a program does not spend all the money allocated, the balance shall be returned to the Programming Account of either GSA or USA, as appropriate.

16.
Carry-Over:  All Interaction Funds remaining in either the USA Portion or GSA Portion at the end of the fiscal year will be returned to the Board of Directors Interaction Fund administered by Services and Enterprises.  Subject to Board of Directors approval, the unused portion can be re-allocated in the following fiscal year to the appropriate USA Portion or GSA Portion from which it originated. 

17.
Periodic Program Review:  Student Support Services shall prepare for the Board of Directors, at least annually, a report which contains the following information: each program which received programming funds, the sponsoring organization, when and where the event was held, the amount of funding requested, the amount allocated by the USA or GSA programming committees, the actual amount spent, the balance of the Fund remaining, and the status of the programming evaluation.

18.
Records:  USA and GSA shall maintain such copies of records and evaluations as are necessary to carry out the terms of this agreement and send copies periodically to the Chair of the Board of Directors for distribution to members of the Board of Directors.  Minutes shall be taken at each meeting of the USA Programming Fund Committee and the GSA Cabinet and copies shall be sent, upon request, to the Chair of the Board of Directors and the ASUCLA Executive Director for review by members of the Board of Directors

19.
Annual Year Review:  The ASUCLA Executive Director, the USA President and the GSA President shall meet annually to review the ASUCLA Interaction Fund Agreement and each government's programming policies and procedures.

20.
Year-End Review for Next Fiscal Year's Distribution:  The Interaction Fund's distribution recommendations shall be made by the Board of Directors prior to May 31st for the next fiscal year.  

21.
Terms of Agreement:  This agreement shall supersede existing Interaction Fund and Programming Agreements and be in effect for the period beginning with the date of signing and continuing for twelve calendar months, automatically renewable for successive annual terms unless sooner terminated in writing by one of the parties as provided below or by action of this agreement.  Minor technical edits to this agreement may be incorporated by the ASUCLA Executive Director upon thirty-day advance written notice to the parties involved.

22.
Termination:  Termination of this agreement may be initiated by any party in writing with thirty days written notice to the other parties.

23.
Return of Funds Upon Termination:  Upon termination of this agreement, all unused funds shall be returned to the Board of Directors.  Complete schedules and histories of allocations shall remain on file with Student Government Support Services.

24.
Records:  USA and GSA agree to maintain such copies of records and evaluations as are necessary to carry out the terms of this agreement and to send copies periodically to the Chair of the Board of Directors for distribution to members of the Board of Directors
